 Nationwide Building Society Community Grants to Support the Housing 

Needs of Vulnerable People (UK) – Deadline: 17th June 2021 

Grants of up to £50,000 are available to housing related registered charities, co-operatives 

and projects to support their work in tackling housing issues affecting vulnerable people. 

The grants are being made available through the £4 million Nationwide Building Society 

Grant Scheme. The funding can be used to help charities get back on their feet after the 

impact of Covid 19 and supporting people in housing need, in original and creative ways. 

The funding can be used for: 

¶ Core costs – up to 20% of the grant amount requested, including running and facility 

costs, office equipment, supplies, printing, travel and accommodation; 

¶ Staff and volunteer costs for the project lead partner – including full-time staff, part-

time staff, project delivery staff costs and other related expenses; 

¶ Small-scale capital costs – including one-off expenses for equipment, or fixed assets 

that may have use or benefit beyond the life of the grant (one financial year), such as 

computer hardware, or items required to deliver a project, such as paint, 

paintbrushes and gardening equipment; 

¶ Activity costs – such as catering or insurance, costs that help deliver projects or 

activities but fall outside of capital, staffing and volunteering costs; 

¶ Developing and capacity building costs – that support organizational sustainability, 

such as training staff and volunteers, and external consultancy fees; 

¶ Building works and refurbishment costs – where they’re essential to the successful 

delivery of the project. 

The programme will fund between 50% to 100% of the total cost of projects which last up to 

two years. 

This year’s applications will be capped by region, meaning the date on which applications 

close in each region might be earlier than the final deadline date of 17th June 2021.

UK Government’s Holiday Activities and Food Programme for School- Aged 

Children (Sandwell) – Deadline: 18th June 2022 

Sandwell Council are inviting applications from voluntary and community organisations, 

educational settings and private providers who would like to provide hot meals and 

enrichrment activities for school age children during the summer holidays. 

Through the Government’s Holiday Activities and Food Programme, funding will be available 

to projects that encourage children and young people aged 5-16 who are eligible for free 

school meals to be more active, eat more healthily, take part in engaging and enriching 

activities and to be safe and well. It is anticipated that an average of £20 per child per 

session will be allocated, but cost will differ depending on age, activity type, needs, rurality 

etc.

Priority will be given to organisations led by people 

with lived experience and that are creating impact in underserved communities and providing 

services to peple that have been adversely impacted by the Covid crisis in terms of physical 

health, mental health and/or financial sustainability.

¶ Organisations move to new delivery methods;

Higher grants may be awarded if the trustees feel there is a special reason to do so. 

Any charity working in the field of breast cancer can apply for a grant. Applications from 

general cancer charities must demonstrate that the grants requested will be applied to 

benefit those affected by breast cancer. Where applications relate to general services, 

details must be given of how many (and what proportion) of the total number benefitting from 

the charity’s work are affected by breast cancer.

Strategic Legal Fund (SLF) for Vulnerable Young Migrants – Deadline: 1st July 

2021 

Not-for-profit organisations and private law firms that work with young migrants can apply for 

grants through the Strategic Legal Fund (SLF) for Vulnerable Young Migrants. 

The maximum grant available is £30,000, however limited funding is available and therefore 

lower applications are encouraged. The average grant size is around £12,000. Grants are 

available to undertake strategic legal work to benefit children and young people (under the 

age of 25) who are significantly disadvantaged by migration status. The fund will accept 

applications in any area of law that affects: 

¶ Migrants or the children of migrants; 

¶ Who are under 25; 

¶ Who are living in poverty, and; 

¶ Who face significant disadvantage or discrimination in connection with their (or their 

parents) migration status. 

The SLF only funds two kinds of strategic legal action – pre-litigation research and “third 

party intervention” in an existing case. The maximum grant length is 12 months and most 

grants are for around 6 months.

UK Community Renewal Fund – Deadline: 11th June 2021 

To help local areas prepare for the launch of the UK Shared Prosperity Fund in 2022, the 

Government has launched a one-year UK pilot Community Renewal Fund. The £220 million 

fund will support local communities most in need, by piloting programmes and new 

approaches that empower them to explore how best to tackle local challenges – whether 

through building skills, supporting local businesses, supporting communities and places, or 

providing employment support. All places across the UK are eligible for pilot funding. 

Bids for the UK Community Renewal Fund will be managed by the following lead authorities: 

¶ Mayoral Combined Authorities (West Midlands Combined Authority); 

¶ The Greater London Authority; 

¶ County Councils; 

¶ Unitary authorities in England, Scotland and Wales. 

To ensure the funding reaches the most in needs, 100 priority places have been identified. 

The lead authority of each of the 100 priority places will also receive capacity funding to help 

them invite bids locally and appraise these bids. Each lead authority will receive £20,000 per 

priority place. This funding can be incurred from April 2021 for staff or other resources 

needed to coordinate and appraise bids. It will be paid to lead authorities in the summer and 

will be paid regardless of whether bids are successful. 

The fund is competitive and each local authority can bid up to a maximum of £3 million in 

funding to help build a safer, greener and more prosperous country. Separate guidance will 

be made available for each lead authority.

They usually make very small grants to very small projects because they often find it hard to 
appeal to larger and more funding bodies. The only exception to this is that they have made 
occasional large grants to support excellence in teaching, especially in the humanities. 
They continue to support the original objective of the Trust supporting projects that 
encourage community service by young people to their own neighbourhoods and 
communities. 
These are the sort of issues they tend to look at when they decide what projects to back: 

¶ Is it something new for the particular area – it does not matter if the idea is tried and 
tested in other parts of the country, if it is new for the community the Trust is 
interested in hearing about it; 

¶ Is it small – they normally give grants where an initial £125 to £2,500 can make a real 
difference. In general, they look at what it is costing per head to reach the people the 
project is helping; 

¶ Is it run by ordinary people, not professionals? – this is partly a function of size, once 
a project is big enough to employ staff it is probably too big for thei 

¶ Will it find hard to get support elsewhere? – they try to help those projects that are 
too new to get support through established fund raising channels, or which (if 
established) are under threat due to changes in national or local policy; 

¶ Does it have the potential to become self-supporting – they like to see information 
that shows how the project will support itself in future years or over the course of its 
life;

people become involved in helping the community;

Football Foundation Grass Pitch Maintenance Fund – Deadline: When the fund 

is used up 

Grants are available for grassroots football organisations in England with an annual turnover 

of less than £500,000 to sustain football pitches already at a ‘good’ level and to enhance 

pitches that are either considered ‘poor’ or ‘basic’. The fund has a total of £14 million. 

Funding falls into two categories – ‘Enhance’ or ‘Sustain’. The applicant’s PitchPower pitch 

inspection (a requirement of the grant) will provide a Performance Quality Standard (PQS) 

per pitch, which will help the Football Foundation decide how much funding the organisation 

is eligible for. 

The amounts below show the grant values for the first year at 100% funding. 

¶ Enhance – for pitches with a PWS of ‘basic’ or below: 

o 11 v 11 - £2,500 per pitch; 

o 9 v 9 - £2,000 per pitch; 

o Mini soccer - £1,500 per pitch. 

¶ Sustain – for pitches with a PWS of ‘good’ or higher: 

o 11 v 11 - £750 per pitch; 

o 9 v 9 - £500 per pitch; 

o Mini soccer - £300 per pitch. 

Grants will be tapered down every two years by 33% (Years 1 and 2 = 100%, Years 3 and 4 

= 67%, Years 5 and 6 = 33%). 

To be eligible for this fund the applicant must own the freehold, have an uninterrupted lease 

of 10 years, have a licence for 10 years or have the written consent of the landowner. 

Eligible organisations include: 

¶ Grassroots football clubs; 

¶ Leagues 

¶ Charities (with an annual turnover of less than £500,000); 

¶ National League System Clubs Steps 1-6 (only for pitches at the site that are used 

for community football). 

The funding provided must be used to carry out the recommendations from the applicant’s 

PitchPower Assessment Report. These can include: 

¶ Contractor works, e.g slitting, scarification or decompaction; 

¶ Purchasing materials, e.g. seed or fertiliser; 

¶ Clubs must source independent, appropriately qualified professionals to carry out the 

works. 
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The following are not eligible for funding: 

¶ Routine maintenance work such as grass cutting or line marking; 

¶ Clubs, leagues or organisations without suitable security of tenure; 

¶ Clubs, leagues or organisations without a PitchPower Pitch Assessment Report; 

¶ Charities with an annual turnover of more than £500,000; 

¶ Local authorities. 

The Foundation will make six annual payments to the applicant, paid in advance.
